Heat Advisory Policy:   

· The Recreation Office works in conjunction with the Fire Department and Emergency Management Dept. to monitor extreme heat conditions.  In the event that there is a concern for high heat and humidity, and if  advisories are put in effect by State and Local agencies, all Summer Recreation programs will be canceled for those days for the safety and health of all involved; both children participants and Recreation Staff.           
Drop Off:
· For the safety of your child: Parents/Guardians need to walk their children down to the bleacher area each morning. Children should not be left unattended prior to 8:55am as counselors will not be ready to watch the children prior to that time as they will be setting up for that day’s activities. 

Pick –Up:

·  It is mandatory, for safety reasons, that at pick-up times all Parents/Guardians must come down to the bleacher area and check out their children with their counselor by signing the attendance sheet

· If your child is going to be picked up by someone else, please send in a note that day which should include the person’s name picking up your child, and their  phone number.  The note should be delivered directly to the Lead Counselor by the parent.  If the Lead Counselor does not know the person, they will request to see a copy of their Driver’s License.
Daily Information:
· Bring a water bottle daily
· We will be eliminating the distribution of water bottles this year, as each year we throw so many away that children leave behind.  Another fun item will be given to the kids in place of the water bottle
· Children should wear sneakers
· Program held rain or shine
· Children should not bring snacks due to food allergies, unless needed for medical reasons and then please contact the Recreation Office prior to the start of the program.  
· No cell phones or electronic devices

· Bring a positive attitude for having fun!

Our extended care program, Children After Playground (CAP):

· CAP runs from 12:00 – 3:30pm
· Children need to be picked-up promptly at 3:30
·  Children should bring a lunch with them if they are staying for CAP (a refrigerator is available).
